TEENWEEK Policies 2011
Teen & Parents,
We try to keep rules to a minimum at TEENWEEK.  We have found that teens generally behave themselves so we don’t have to hassle you with a lot of rules.  
Here are a few, though, that we need to enforce:
· Teens have to respect the leaders.  These folk are giving their time to make TEENWEEK possible.  Listen to them.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Once you arrive at a TEENWEEK activity you can’t leave until it is over.                              Sunday, registration 1:30 – 2:30, TEENWEEK is from 2:30 – 9:00, Monday – Wednesday it is from 6:00 – 10:00.  Thursday, 6:00 – 11:00.  When you arrive at TEENWEEK, park your vehicle until that day’s event is finished.  On days when the activity requires transportation from one place to another, we will provide it.  Don’t ask, the answer is “No.”
If you need to make special arrangements for a work schedule, etc.  You need to clear it ahead of time.
· We want you to have a good time at TEENWEEK.  Included in the good time are our meetings.  Please behave in such a way so that you do not prevent others from hearing the message.
· TEENWEEK isn’t free, but we don’t charge you for it.   On Thursday we will take an offering.  Be generous.
· Public Displays of Affection (PDA) are discouraged at TEENWEEK.  Basically teens are expected to refrain from any PDA and to respond respectfully to leaders if they should need to remind kids about this 
· We encourage teens to leave their cell phones, pagers, blackberries, etc.  at home.  (We don’t want the distraction, and a lot of TEENWEEK activities are not friendly to electronic devices.   If brought, they should be turned off and put away after 6:00.  If it is essential that an open contact line be maintained with parents.  A leader can keep the cell phone.  If dad or mom calls, they can get the teen that way.
